                  Scenic Spot Introduction

小汤山农业园 (Xiaotangshan Modern Farm Demonstration Garden )

Xiaotangshan Farm is one of the state-level agriculture experimental bases. There are eight sceneries in the Farm: 1. modern agriculture exhibition; 2. Taiwan orchid breed base; 3.orchid tissue culture room; 4. miniascape exhibition; 5. new breeds exhibition; 6. rare animal zoo; 7. arboretum; 8. corridor of crops. People can harvest fruit and vegetable; they can also have dinner of organic food and have meetings in the multi-function conference room. 

银山塔林（Pagoda Forest of Yinshan Mountain）

Pagoda forest of Yinshan mountain is located in Haizi village, Changpin county of Beijing. This scenery is one of the State-level key cultural relics protection units. The pagoda is a kind of special buildings for people to commemorate the sainted Buddhist monks. All the seven pagodas in Yinshan are made of bricks and stone, whose heights are between 20 meters and 30 meters. Five pagodas were built during Liao Dynasty and Jin Dynasty, more than 774 years ago. Two pagodas were built in Yuan Dynasty, about 640 years before.
